#2  - WILBUR CROSS (18-2) 

• The Oronoque Division champion, Wilbur Cross is making its ninth playoff appearance 
• Has a 20-4 record in the SCC playoffs, including seven appearances in the championship 

game (5-2)… Wilbur Cross is 8-0 in the quarterfinals. 
• Has won a league-best five SCC titles (98, 99, 00, 03 and 04). 
 

#3 – WEST HAVEN (17-3) 
• The Quinnpiac Division co-champion, West Haven is making its third playoff appearance 

(1995 and 1996) and first since 1996. 
• The Blue Devils are 3-2 in the playoffs, reaching the 1996 championship game (lost to 

Hillhouse, 63-61, in overtime. 
 
#4 – XAVIER (15-5)  

• The defending SCC champions, Xavier is making its ninth appearance in the SCC 
playoffs (95, 96, 97, 98, 00, 01, 04 and 05).
